Purpose

The purpose of this Framework Contract is to select one or more providers recognised for their expertise in the provision of hardware, installation, configuration, extended warranty, and remedial maintenance.

The supplier should be represented by a local agency located within 200 km from ITER Organization premises situated at Cadarache – St Paul-lez-Durance (France).

The duration of the Framework contracts shall be 3 (three) years. The IO may exercise the option to extend these services for a maximum of two additional periods each of one year. Such option shall be exercised by written notice to the Contractors no later than 30 days before the expiration of the initial term of the contract or of the additional period.

Those Framework Contracts will be implemented by means of “Purchase Orders”, intended as free‑standing “Provision of IT Hardware to the IO” Orders. Each Order shall be regulated by a “Purchase Order”, signed by the Supplier and the IO.
